Grazioso

1950s. Grazioso was a brand name used by Sel-
mer in England on instruments made in Czechoslo-
vakia. They replaced the brand with their Futurama
line of guitars.

GRD

1978-1982. High-end acoustic and electric guitars
produced in Charles Foxs Guitar Research &
Design Center in Vermont. GRD introduced the
original thin-line acoustic-electric guitar to the
world at the 78 Winter NAMM show.

Greco

1960s-present. Brand name used in Japan by
Fuji Gen Gakki, maker of many Hoshino/lbanez
guitars; thus often Greco guitars are similar to
Ibanez. During the 70s the company sold many
high-quality copies of American designs, though
by 75 they offered many weird-shaped original
designs, including the Iceman and carved people
shapes. By the late- 70s they were offering neck-
through-body guitars. Currently owned by Kanda
Shokai and offering solidbody, hollowbody and
acoustic guitars, including models licensed by
Zemaitis.

Green, Aaron

1990-present. Premium and presentation grade,
custom, classical and amenco guitars built by
luthier Aaron Green in Waltham, Massachusetts.

Greene & Campbell

2002-2005. Luthier Dean Campbell builds his
intermediate and professional grade, production/
custom, solidbody guitars in Westwood, Massa-
chusetts. Founding partner Jeffrey Greene left the
company in 04; Greene earlier built guitars under
his own name. In 05, Campbell changed the name
to Campbell American Guitars.

Greene, Jeffrey

2000-2002. Professional grade, production/
custom, electric solidbody guitars built by luthier
Jeffrey Greene in West Kingston, Rhode Island.
He went to work with Dean Campbell building the
Greene & Campbell line of guitars.

Green eld Guitars

1996-present. Luthier Michael Green eld builds
his production/custom, presentation grade, acous-
tic steel string, concert classical and archtop guitars
in Montreal, Quebec.

1883-present. Currently Gretsch offers intermedi-
ate, professional, and premium grade, production,
acoustic, solidbody, hollowbody, double neck,
resonator and Hawaiian guitars. They also offer
basses, amps and lap steels.

Previous brands included Gretsch, Rex, 20th
Century, Recording King (for Montgomery Ward),
Dorado (Japanese imports). Founded by Friedrich
Gretsch in Brooklyn, New York, making drums,
banjos, tambourines, and toy instruments which
were sold to large distributors including C. Bruno
and Wurlitzer. Upon early death of Friedrich,
son Fred Gretsch, Sr. took over business at age
15. By the turn of the century the company was
also making mandolins. In the 20s, they were
distributing Rex and 20th Century brands, some
made by Gretsch, some by others such as Kay.
Charles "Duke" Kramer joined Gretsch in 35. In
40 Gretsch purchased Bacon & Day banjos. Fred
Gretsch, Sr. retired in 42 and was replaced by sons
Fred, Jr. and Bill. Fred departs for Navy and Bill
runs company until his death in 48, when Fred re-
sumes control. After the war the decision was made
to promote the Gretsch brand rather than selling
to distributors, though some jobbing continues.
Kramer becomes Chicago branch manager in 48.

In 67 Baldwin of Cincinnati buys Gretsch. Dur-
ing 70- 72 the factory relocates from Brooklyn to
Booneville, Arkansas and company headquarters
moves to Cincinnati. A 72 factory re drasti-
cally reduces production for next two years. In 78
Baldwin buys Kustom amps and sells Gretsch to
Kustom s Charlie Roy, and headquarters are moved
to Chanute, Kansas. Duke Kramer retires in 80.
Guitar production ends 80- 81. Ca. 83 ownership
reverts back to Baldwin and Kramer was asked
to arrange the sale of the company. In 84 Fred
Gretsch 111 was contacted and in 85 Gretsch
guitars came back to the Gretsch family and Fred
Gretsch Enterprises, Ltd (FGE). Initial Gretsch
Enterprise models were imports made by Japans
Terada Company. In 95, some U.S.-made models
were introduced.

As of January 1, 2003, Fred Gretsch Enterprises,
Ltd granted Fender Musical Instruments Corpora-
tion the exclusive rights to develop, produce, market
and distribute Gretsch guitars worldwide where
FMIC is responsible for all aspects of the Gretsch
stringed instrument product lines and brands, in-
cluding development of new products. Fred Gretsch
consulted during the changeover and on product
development and quality control.
